Elliott Lansford was a member of the Sam Houston State University Bearkat baseball team from 1952 through 1956.  After 
graduating from SHSU in 1956 he began his teaching/coaching career at Vidor High School - teaching math and coaching 
numerous sports.  Coach Lansford earned his Masters degree in Education from SHSU in 1966.  After moving to Houston, he 
coached at Northwood Junior High School in North Forest ISD, in 1968 Elliott became principal at Smiley High School.  In 1970 
he was named principal at Splendora High School and promoted to Superintendent of Splendora ISD in 1973.  From 1980 
until his retirement in 1990 Coach Lansford was the Athletic Director at Aldine Independent School District, one of the largest 
and fastest growing districts in the state of Texas at that time. In 1990, Aldine ISD renamed their baseball complex the Elliot 
Lansford Baseball Field. Elliott now lives in Conroe and was married to the love of his life Gloria for 62 years before she 
passed away in 2022.  They have 2 children, 5 grandchildren, and 5 great grandchildren.
